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33. The Association and the other Defendants, as agents for the Association, assumed the 

responsibility to provide Plaintiff with accurate information regarding the Association' s legal right to 

assess, or not assess, Plaintiff. 

34. Defendants concealed and/or suppressed the following from Plaintiff, which are 

material facts: Plaintiff does not owe any assessments to the Association, Plaintiff is not a member 

of the Association, and the Association's governing documents do not apply to Plaintiff's Property. 

35. Defendants, and each of them, were and are under a duty to disclose the foregoing 

material facts to Plaintiff. In failing to make such a disclosure, Defendants were converting 

Plaintiffs property in the form of unlawful monthly and special assessments, and failed to carry out 

the Association's fiduciary duties as per NRS 116.3103(1). 

36. Defendants, and each of them, knew that they were concealing a material fact because 

the Association's CC&Rs were not recorded against Plaintiff's Property, the CC&Rs specifically 

exempted Plaintiff's Property, and Defendants, who are either experts or deemed knowledgeable in 

community association law and NRS, Chapter 116, knew that the Association's governing 

documents did not apply to Plaintiff's Property and Plaintiff's Property could not be assessed by the 

Association. 

3 7. Plaintiff was unaware of the foregoing material facts and would not have paid 

monthly and special assessments had Plaintiff been knowledgeable and had the true facts been 

disclosed to Plaintiff. 

38. The concealment and/or suppression of the material facts, as alleged herein, caused 

Plaintiff to sustain damage in the form of paid monthly and special assessments in an amount not 

less than $25,504.50. 

39. The aforementioned conduct of the Defendants was deceitful and fraudulent, _ 

performed with the intention on the part of the Defendants of deceiving Plaintiff and depriving 

Plaintiff of legal rights or otherwise causing injury to Plaintiff, and was despicable conduct that 

subjected Plaintiff to a cruel and unjust hardship and conscious disregard Plaintiff's rights, so as to 

justify and award of exemplary and punitive damages. In acting to so mislead Plaintiff, as alleged 

hereinabove, Defendants acted with oppression, fraud, and malice so as to justify the assessment of 
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punitive and exemplary damages in an amount sufficient to punish and make an example of said 

Defendants, named herein, and each of them. 

FOURTH CAUSE OF ACTION 

(Negligent Misrepresentation Against All Defendants) 

40. Plaintiff incorporates the allegations contained in Paragraphs 1 through 14 herein as 

though set forth in full . 

41 . Defendants, and each of them, made and continue to make representations to Plaintiff 

consistently since Plaintiff acquired Plaintiffs Property that Plaintiff owed the Association monthly 

and special assessments. These representations were and are still manifested through monthly 

assessment invoices from Defendants to Plaintiff. 

42. Defendants, and each of them, failed to exercise reasonable care or competence in 

obtaining or communicating the representations to Plaintiff. 

43. Defendants' representations were false because Plaintiff did not owe any assessments 

to the Association, that Plaintiff was not a member of the Association, and that the Association's 

governing documents did not apply to Plaintiff's Property. 

44. The representations were made for the purpose of guiding Plaintiff to pay monthly 

and special assessments to the Association. 

45. Plaintiff was, at all time, unaware of the falsity of the representations and through 

2012, believed that Plaintiff owed assessments to the Association. 

46. Plaintiff acted in reliance upon the truth of the foregoing representations, and 

Plaintiff, through February 2013, paid monthly and special assessments totaling at least $25,504.50. 

47. Plaintiff was justified in relying upon the representations. 

48. Plaintiff sustained damages as a result of Plaintiffs reliance on the foregoing 

representations in an amount not less than $25,504.50. 
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WHEREFORE, Plaintiff prays that this Court: 

FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION 

(For Declaratory Relief Against All Defendants) 

A. Enter a Declaratory Judgment in favor of Plaintiff and against Defendants finding 

and declaring that Unit 2 CC&Rs have no force and effect against Plaintiff's Property; 

B. Enter a Declaratory Judgment in favor of Plaintiff and against Defendants finding that 

Plaintiff may not be assessed by the Association. 

C. Enter a Declaratory Judgment in favor of Plaintiff and against Defendants finding that 

Plaintiff is not a member of the Association. 

D. Enter a Permanent Injunction prohibiting Defendants from assessing Plaintiff and 

Plaintiffs Property and attempting to enforce the Unit 2 CC&Rs or any other Unit 2 governing 

documents against Plaintiff and/or Plaintiff's Property; 

E. Award Plaintiff general and special damages in an amount not less than $25,504.00, the 

exact amount to be established at trial; 

SECOND CAUSE OF ACTION 

(For Fraud- Intentional Misrepresentation Against All Defendants) 

F. Award Plaintiff general and special damages in an amount not less than $25,504.00, 

the exact amount to be established at trial; 

G. For punitive damages in an amount to be determined at trial; 

TIDRD CAUSE OF ACTION 

(For Fraud- Concealment Against All Defendants) 

H. Award Plaintiff general and special damages in an amount not less than $25,504.00, 

the exact amount to be established at trial; 

I. For punitive damages in an amount to be determined at trial; 

FOURTH CAUSE OF ACTION 

(For Negligent Misrepresentation Against All Defendants) 

J. Award Plaintiff general and special damages in an amount not less than $25,504.00, 

the exact amount to be established at trial; 
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1 K. For punitive damages in an amount to be determined at trial; 

2 ON CALL CAUSES OF ACIJON 

3 L. Award Plaintiff its attorney fees and costs for these entire proceedings; and 

4 M. A ward Plaintiff such further or other relief as this Court finds it just and proper in the 

5 ·· premises for a complete administration of justice.
